
Admission Procedures  
Kingswood Preparatory School

Registration Fees are charged in three categories:
Applications from families living in the UK
Applications from HM Forces families living abroad 
Applications from all other families living overseas

The current rates are shown in the Fees Information Sheet enclosed separately.

Registering for Pre-Prep. (Nursery - Year 2)
Children registering for Nursery are considered on completion of a registration form and fee.

Reception, Years 1 & 2
Children registering for these years do not need to be assessed, but will be invited to spend a morning at KPS with 
their current year group before a place confirmed.
Following a successful morning with us, reports will be requested from your child’s current school. We ask parents 
to inform their child's present Head teacher of their application to Kingswood Prep School.

Registering for Prep. (Year 3 - 6)
For entry to Years 3 & 6, children sit our assessment papers in Maths, English and Non-Verbal Reasoning and they 
will also need to bring a book that they are currently reading (for overseas pupils, it is possible for papers to be sent 
for administering at your child's current school).

Two assessment are held each academic year - one in the Autumn Term and one in the Spring Term.
Following completion of our assessments, we will contact you in writing within five working days.
Priority will be given to boarders and siblings.

We hope that you will find the following information helpful when registering for a place at KPS.

Once you receive our prospectus we hope that you will want to visit us and we are always happy to arrange appointments 
during a normal school day. You will be given a tour of the school with our Headmaster, Mr Marcus Cornah.

Following your visit, if you wish to have your child considered for entry you would need to complete a registration form 
along with the non-returnable registration fee.

If a place is offered and accepted, an Acceptance Form will need to be completed along with an Acceptance Deposit of £300 
per child, within 10 days of our letter of offer. Please note this figure applies to UK families and HM Forces families. For 
overseas families within the EC, the deposit is £1,000 and for those outside the EU it is £3,000.

If you are registering more than a year ahead, the deposit is payable in two parts, £150 when you return the Acceptance 
Form and £150 two terms before your son or daughter joins us.

This deposit applies to entry to Kingswood whenever a child starts (between 3 and 18) and is returned whenever a child 
leaves (between 3 and 18).
No further deposit will be payable on continuation to the Senior School.

Once a place has been accepted, a term’s notice in writing is required if you later decide to withdraw your child.

Please note that unfortunately we are unable to guarantee entry to the Senior School at age 11; pupils sit the entrance 
examination for Kingswood School in the January of their Year 6 year.

All children joining KPS will be invited to spend a morning or afternoon with us at our new entrants session during the term 
before they join us.
